temtemtemtem.  The projects grow out of the collaborative efforts of 
government, businesses, and non-profits and support the 
sustainable community objectives.  There are five ele-

ments of the Community Governance System. 

1. A problem or opportunity defined by the community 

that addresses at least one sustainable community 

objective. 

2. The Governor’s designation of the Oregon Solutions 

project  and appointment of an impartial community 

convener, who can bring partners together to      

address the challenge. 

3. An Oregon Solutions Team  of federal, state, local, 

and other government entities, businesses, non-

profits, and citizens who are needed, or can contrib-

ute to a solution. 

4. An integrated solution that leverages the resources 

of the Solution Team to meet the challenge at hand 

and sustainability objectives. 

5. A Declaration of Cooperation that team members 

sign that commits their 

resources and time in an 

integrated action  plan.
